Bringing Baby Home is 

designed to address the 

problems most couples struggle 

with as they adjust to new 

parenthood. Child abuse and 

neglect prevention is a major 

goal of the program because 

healthy relationships between 

the couple raising children is the 

foundation of healthy childhood.  

“When couples are stable, their 

chance of raising healthy 

children increases and children  

model healthy relationships in 

their own lives,” states Ms. Linda 

Wright, Director of Couple’s 

Services.  

The Gottmans and Ms. Wright 

agree that preventing child abuse 

and neglect is far more effective 

than treating abuse and neglect 

after it has occurred.

WASHINGTON STUDY EXAMINES CAUSE OF OUR 

 MOST FAR-REACHING HEALTH & SOCIAL 

PROBLEMS—CHILD ABUSE & NEGLECT 

W I N G S  

When we talk about child abuse 
and neglect, we usually talk 
about the impacts on a child 
who is abused. But what about 
the social costs, estimated at 
$103 billion annually at the 
national level, and the public 
burden affecting us all?  
 
With new research available, it 
is clear that many of the nation’s 
leading issues, including cancer, 
HIV, alcoholism, heart disease, 
violence, incarceration, and 
mental i llness could be 
alleviated by preventing abuse 
and neglect during childhood. 
 
The Adverse  Chi ldhood 
Experiences Study—or ACEs—
has examined the childhood 
roots of our nation’s leading 
health and social issues for the 
past 16 years. In 2009, ACE 
researchers completed a 10-
year longitudinal study in 
Washington state showing that 
adverse childhood experiences 
—including child abuse and 
neglect and witnessing domestic 
violence in the home—affect 
brain structure and function, 
leading to increased rates of 
violence, disease, disability and 
early death.   
 
The study examines “ACE 
scores”—the total number of 
adverse experiences occurring 
during childhood—to assess the 
cumulative impact of ACEs on 
development. ACE scores range 
from zero to ten, with exposure 
to the various experiences 
adding up to determine an 
individual’s increased risk.  
 
ACEs include: emotional, 
physical and sexual abuse; 
emotional and physical neglect; 
witnessing adult domestic 
violence in the home; alcohol 
and/or substance abuse in the 
home; the presence of mentally 
ill or suicidal household 
members; parental marital 
discord, and the incarceration of 
family members.  

The study shows that high ACE 
scores result in increased risks 
for serious health and social 
problems, including: heart 
disease; cancer; lung and liver; 
violence and incarceration. In 
fact, adults who report four or 
more ACEs, compared to those 
who experience none, are: 
 

¶ 4 to 12 times more likely to 

suffer from alcoholism, drug 
abuse, depression, and 
suicide; and are  

 

¶ 2 to 4 times more likely to 

smoke, contract STDs, and 
have multiple sexual 
partners.  

 
As the study continues, more 
health and social issues will  
undoubtedly be tied to adverse 
childhood experiences.  

The results in Washington show 
that child abuse and neglect 
occurs across all socio-
economic and education levels.  
Of the adults participating in the 
10-year study,  
 

¶ 28% reported childhood 

physical abuse, and  
 

¶ 21% reported childhood 

sexual abuse. 
 

But ACEs do not have to be 
reality for the children of adults 
who themselves suffered from 
adverse childhood experiences. 
Preventing child abuse and 
neglect and reducing other 
ACEs creates enormous 
potential to improve health and 
well-being on a state and 
national level.  
 
Even if a child has already been 
exposed to one or more ACE, it 
is never too late to intervene.   
National research shows that 
when adults who are raising 
children have access to support 
that teaches them about child 
d e v e l o p m e n t ,  s t r e s s 
management, and healthy family 
relationships, that child abuse 
and neglect incidents are 
reduced, breaking the vicious 
cycle.

“Parents with unhealthy conflicts may go on to abuse 

their children, creating societal costs, including public 

health costs, that affect us all,” states Wright.   

The Gottmans have found that couples who attend 

support groups similar to those funded by Children’s 

Trust Foundation learn new ways of relating to one 

another that significantly helps them prevent child 

abuse and neglect in their homes.  

But more community support for prevention programs 

is needed.  “The number of healthy parents attending 

[preventative workshops and groups] is going up, but 

slowly,” says Wright. “It’s not human nature to seek 

prevention when things are going well. Couples usu-

ally wait six years until after unhealthy conflicts occur, 

but most do not realize that it’s easier to prevent un-

healthy conflict than it is to fix it.“ 

“No one comes into this world with a manual about 

how to be a child or how to be a parent,” says Winnie 

Corral, Program Manager at Familias Unidas & South 

Everett Neighborhood Center, family support centers 

supported by Children’s Trust Foundation.  “We are 

all learning.”  Creating a world without child abuse 

and neglect is possible when parents have access to 

affordable support that teaches them how to maintain 

healthy relationships and understand their child’s 

developmental needs.

When Ken became a father at 

age 52, he knew he had a lot 

of catching up to do.   

When unexpected l i fe 

challenges—legal woes, a 

home lost to a fire, a family 

member suffering from 

cancer, and a child with 

behavioral problems—added 

to Ken’s daily stresses of 

parenting, he knew that his 

family needed support.  

 

“We had a lot to learn,” Ken 

shares about his and his wife 

Darlene’s late entry into 

parenthood. “I began taking a 

proactive stance when it came 

to my family.”  

Ken’s determination to 

strengthen his family led him 

to take a Love & Logic class 

at Bethel Family Support 

Center in Spanaway, a 

Children’s Trust Foundation-

funded program.  

“I had taken parenting classes 

before, but they paled in 

comparison to this one,” 

confesses Ken. "This has 

been the best thing that ever 

happened to me. It’s all about 

protection,” Ken simplifies. 

"There is so much abuse 

going on today, mainly out of 

pure ignorance. Thanks to this 

class, I have learned how to 

parent.”
